AMENDMENT 4 TO THE NORTHEAST FISHERY SECTOR X
SECTOR OPERATIONS PLAN

APPROVED BY THE NATIONAL MARINE FISHERIES SERVICE JULY 1, 2011

EFFECTIVE JULY 1, 2011, THROUGH APRIL 30, 2012 - THE 2011 FISHING YEAR

This amendment approves 2 additional exemptions for Northeast Fishery Sector X. The new
exemptions are from the:

1. Prohibition on the use of squid or mackerel as bait in the Closed Area (CA) | Hook Gear
Haddock Special Access Program (SAP).

2. Submission of daily catch reports by sector managers for vessels that Fish in the CA |
Hook Gear Haddock SAP.

3. The trawl gear requirements in the U.S./Canada Management Area.
