Ernest Everett Just:

An African-American Life in Science

Dr. Ernest Everett Just, an exemplar of American biological research, was
born in the heart of the Gullah Geechee Corridor in Charleston, South
Carolina. His research—some of which was carried out in Woods Hole—
and publications as an embryologist yielded many firsts in the discipline,
among them was being the first African American marine biologist. Dr.
Dionne Hoskins will present Dr. Just’s life as a chronology of a highly
productive international life in science and will discuss the challenges

of the time period 1883-1941. While some challenges are universal to
persons pursuing careers in the research sciences and will be familiar to
the audience, other issues faced by Dr. Just were unique to him as a man of

color and unfortunately represent barriers that still exist.
